DURATEX S.A. (“Duratex” ou “Companhia®) comunica aos seus acionistas,
stakeholders e ao mercado em geral, que em decorréncia do surto de coronavirus
(COVID-19) no Brasil, a Companhia mantém acompanhamento diario de suas
operacdes atraves de seu Comité de Crise, formado por executivos de diversas areas
com apoio de especialistas da area da saude. Por meio deste Comité, diversas
medidas e protocolos vém sendo adotados para preservar a integridade e saude de
todos os colaboradores da Duratex, bem como a sustentacdo de suas operacoes.

A Duratex vem operando seu complexo industrial de 19 plantas, centros de
distribuicdo, cadeia de fornecedores e malha logistica, sempre aplicando as melhores
praticas para a preservacao da saude dos mais de 12 mil colaboradores. Apesar de
ndo ter nenhum do caso de COVID-19 detectado em seus colaboradores, a
Companhia intensificou a adocado de medidas preventivas como o sistema de home
office, cancelamento de viagens nacionais e internacionais e a limitagdo da
participacdo em reunides e eventos.

Em relacdo a cadeia de suprimentos de produtos importados, mesmo com alguma
instabilidade de fornecimento, em especial da China, a Duratex opera com fluxo
normalizado e nédo teve sua producao impactada. Cumpre ressaltar que cerca de 20%
de seus custos sao vinculados a insumos dolarizados, de forma que a volatilidade na
taxa de cambio podera impactar seus resultados financeiros. Todavia, a Companhia
ja estd em processo de reducdo de custos e despesas para mitigar esses efeitos.

A Duratex reitera seu compromisso com a seguranca de seus colaboradores e demais
stakeholders e mantera o mercado e investidores devidamente informados acerca de
qualquer nova informacéo relevante.

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DURATEX S.A (“Duratex’ or “Company”’) communicates to its shareholders and
the market in general, that as a result of the Coronavirus outbreak (COVID-19) in
Brazil, the Company maintains a daily surveillance of its operations through
the Crisis Committee, formed by the main executives with the support of health
experts. Through this Committee, several measures and protocols have been
adopted to preserve the integrity and health of all Duratex employees, in addition to
sustain its operations.

Duratex has been operating its industrial complex of 19 plants, distribution
centers, supply chain and logistics network, always applying the best practices to
preserve the health of the more than 12 thousand employees. Despite having no
cases of COVID-19 detected in its employees, the Company intensified the
adoption of preventive measures such as the Home Office system, cancellation of
national and international trips and the limitation of participation in events.

Regarding the supply chain of imported products, even with some supply
instabilities, especially from China, Duratex operates with a normalized flow and the
production was not impacted. It should be noted that about 20% of its costs are
linked to dollarized inputs, so the exchange rate volatility may affect its financial
results. However, the Company is already in the process of reducing costs and
expenses to mitigate these effects.

Duratex reiterates its commitment to the safety of its employees and otheq
stakeholders and will keep the market and investors duly informed about any
new relevant information.
